Homework: 

- 5 – 20 problems from the textbook may be assigned every day



- IXL may be assigned weekly 

- usually given some time in class to work on bookwork/IXL
- due on the following Thursday and may be corrected together 

Quizzes/Tests:

- 1 vocabulary quiz per chapter

Warm Ups:

Semester Finals:
- one cumulative final will be given each semester (may be an RCC final)



- will contain a vocabulary quiz as well as a math test



- will be double weighted, so they will count as two tests/quizzes
Participation:

- one point for each day you follow all the rules
